Research Project Tips

1.  Please keep the rubric in mind.  Using the rubric will guide you in doing your research. 

2. Try to do original research. Keep the emphasis on what you did, rather than reporting primarily about another person's writing or research. 

3. Keep your focus. Do something small, but do it very well! Quality is most important, not quantity. 

4. Credit all sources (both persons and publications). 

5. Late submissions will forfeit credit. 

6. If you need time to contact people or gather data, get an early start. (Get an early start anyway!) 

7. If you submit a preliminary report two weeks ahead of time, you may use initial suggestions to revise your report for a better grade.
