The teacher uses this scoring guide to assess the quality of each student’s blog posts and their individual responses to the Unit questions, What skills are important? and Why are teams important? Each student should have been using the rubric to assess their own blog posts, so they should understand well what constitutes an effective blog post. Each student should present their self assessment to their teacher. The student and teacher should then compare and discuss the results.

	Purpose (weighting x 3 = up to 12 marks)

	Blog posts provide information that is planned carefully to stimulate the student and others to develop well informed opinions on What skills are important? and Why are teams important?

	Blog posts provide some information about What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important?
	My blog posts are broad, general statements on What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important?

	Content (weighting x 4 = up to 16 marks)

	Includes specific and relevant information on What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important? in many different contexts including several within the student’s within own life.
	Includes specific and relevant information on What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important? in the context of the Motor car race and at least one context within the student’s own life.
	Includes detailed and relevant information on What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important? within the context of the Motor car race
	I have included general information on teams in the context of the Motor car race but it  is not linked to the Unit Questions

	Mathematical Applications (weighting x 4 = up to 16 marks)

	Comprehensively and accurately used the mathematical calculations completed in this unit as the basis for developing the student’s opinions on What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important? in the context of the Motor car race.

	Accurately used the mathematical calculations completed in this unit as the basis for developing the student’s opinions on What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important? in the context of the Motor car race.
	Some use of the mathematical calculations completed in this unit as the basis for developing the student’s opinions on What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important? in the context of the Motor car race.
	I have made some use of the mathematical calculations I did in this unit as the basis for developing my opinions on What skills are important? and/or Why are teams important? in the context of the Motor car race. but have not checked for accuracy.

	Extra Features (weighting x 2 = up to 8 marks)

	Included a wide variety of features, such as relevant graphics, photos, and links to enhance what student is saying and to persuade their readers.
	Included features such as relevant graphics, photos, and links specifically to enhance what student is saying to their readers.
	Occasionally included a feature such as a graphic or a photos or a link in blog posts.
	I have included features which don’t enhance the quality of my blog.

	Creativity (weighting x 1 = up to 4 marks)

	Used language and blog features in surprising and imaginative ways to communicate opinions.

	The language and blog features I have used respond directly to the task without being creative.

	Sources (weighting x 1 = up to 4 marks)

	Information in blog posts is based extensively from a variety of reliable sources. 
	Information in blog posts is based mostly upon reliable sources outside the classroom. 
	The information in blog posts is based mostly upon student’s own opinions but has at least one reliable source.
	The information in my blog posts is based entirely my own opinion.

	Citation of Sources (weighting x 1 = up to 4 marks)

	Cited all sources correctly.
	Made minor errors when citing some of my sources.
	Correctly cited at least one source.
	I did not cite any sources to back up my information.

	Audience (weighting x 1 = up to 4 marks)

	Writing engages audience by posing thought-provoking scenarios and ideas to stimulate the reader to think about their opinion on the unit questions.
	Posed questions specifically to encourage their readers to think about their opinion on the unit questions.
	Occasionally made some attempt to stimulate readers to think about their opinion on the unit questions.
	My audience probably would have thought about their opinion on the unit questions, but I didn’t really do anything to encourage them to do this.

	Voice (weighting x 1 = up to 8 marks)

	Blog entries reflect student’s personality in the way they use language and by regularly referring to their experiences and observations.
	Blog entries reflect student’s personality by occasionally referring to their experiences and observations.
	Student tried to show their personality in their writing, but their personal references often did not add to the purpose of their blog posts.
	My writing does not show my personality.

	Writing shows that they can see the importance of having a well thought out opinion on the unit questions and that they are sincerely committed to sharing their thoughts and learning.
	Writing shows that they can see the importance of having a well thought out opinion on the unit questions.
	Writing shows that they have thought about their opinion on the unit questions.
	My entries often sound like I am just completing an assignment.

	Writing (weighting x 1 = up to 4 marks)

	Writing style is interesting and appropriate for their audience. They use interesting language and a variety of writing techniques to make their writing meaningful and high impact. No errors in conventions that distract the reader from the purpose of their blog posts.
	Writing style is interesting and appropriate for their audience. They use some different writing techniques. No errors that detract from their blog post purpose.
	Writing is often predictable but their readers can mostly understand what they are writing about.
	My writing style is not consistent and so my readers have difficulty understanding what I am writing about.
