Designing Effective Projects: Out of the Ordinary


Activity Sheet

	Phase 1: Selecting a site
Task:

You will work as a team in scouting for interesting places, cultural practices or people “Off the Beaten Track” of your community. You’ll be scanning your area to find significant features which can speak more about the unique character of your community than the usual tourist attractions.  Your team will conduct a feasibility study in promoting your site to potential visitors – students like yourselves from other parts of the country, or even those from other countries. Your outputs will also be presented to the local office of the Department of Tourism.  

1) In groups, choose a category to showcase:  Natural site, Building Site, Cultural Site or Slice of Life. 
Category

Description

Natural Site

Local natural attractions that is unique and interesting to your community.

Building Site

Local human-made structure such as a house, church, building, plaza or bridge with historical or current significance.

Cultural Site

Local people, music, arts, fashion and sports that capture the essence of your community experience.

Slice of Life

Everyday social activities/issues/ behavior and other unique features which describe your unique lifestyle or practices.   
2) In your group’s chosen category, identify one place that you would like others to visit. 

Here are some guide questions to consider in choosing a site:

a. What are the features of this site?

b. Why are these features unique and found nowhere else in the world?

c. What is its history?

d. Why is it important today?

3) In investigating the tourist attraction you will play the following roles

Tourism officer 

You will explore new localities and identify interesting personalities and unusual attractions in each of these localities. 

Environment Officer

You will identify potential dangers to travelers and strategies to minimize these dangers or risks. You will also conduct information and education campaigns on environmental protection, conservation and preservation.

Analyst

You will be tasked with information collation, research and data analysis such as  timelines, investments and generation of tourism-related information.

4) During the gathering of information you may need to interview local community people or an expert online.

5) Develop a travel guide. 

6) Upload your output in offthebeatentrack.wik.is
7) Critique and evaluate two other travel guides.

Your personal and others’ evaluation/critiques are important to help each other improve on the projects.  

9) Present your travel guide to the class.  Share your experience in meeting new friends. Take note of the comments of your classmates and teacher during this presentation.

10) Considering the comments received, improve and finalize your travel guide.
