Re-arrange the following in chronological order:

Romeo first sees Juliet – is immediately ‘love-struck’.

Tybalt runs into Mercutio and Benvolio. Romeo tries to stop the fight. Tybalt kills Mercutio.

Friar Lawrence secretly marries Romeo and Juliet.

Tybalt seeks out Romeo to avenge the ‘injury’ Romeo’s attendance at the ball has caused his pride.

Friar Lawrence devises a plan to simulate Juliet’s death for 42 hours. He sends 

word of this plan to Romeo.

Brawl between the Capulets and the Montagues. Verona’s Prince decrees that it will be death for the next Montague or Capulet who begins another brawl.

Romeo and Juliet spend their wedding night together – Romeo has to flee, for   

if discovered, he will be put to death.

Romeo hears that Juliet is dead. He visits the apothecary and procures poison, 

intent on suicide at Juliet’s side.

Romeo is ‘lovesick’ over Rosaline – she isn’t interested!

Romeo arranges a meeting with Juliet.

Tybalt recognises Romeo at the ball and wants to fight with him.

Juliet wakes up – sees Romeo dead. She takes Romeo’s dagger and stabs 

herself.

Romeo is banished from Verona.

Juliet finds out she is to marry Paris and is devastated! She asks Friar  

Lawrence for advice.

Romeo and friends ‘gatecrash’ a masked ball at the Capulets.

Romeo drinks the poison and dies at Juliet’s side.

Romeo avenges Mercutio’s death by killing Tybalt.
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
